1. Amending the requirements for offender registration. See 2020 HB 

2474  (Judicial Council) and 2019 HB 2051 (KSSC) .

parole/postrelease supervision. See 2019 HB 2052.

3. Increasing felony loss thresholds for certain property crimes – Eleven 

property crimes proposed to be raised from $1,000 to $1,500 for felony 

threshold. See 2020 HB 2485.

5. Requiring legislative members of the sentencing commission to be 

members of senate judiciary and house corrections and juvenile justice 

as set forth in KSA 74-9102.

of new crimes while on release for a felony. See KSA 21-6604(f)(4),

120 days. See 2020 HB 2469.

and community corrections for supervision. See 2020 HB 2002, 2019 

HB 2292 and 2017 HB 2087.

9.  Clarifying jurisdiction and supervision of offenders in a certified drug 

abuse treatment program – All parties must agree to the transfer to 

offender’s SB 123 probation to the location where offender would be 

receiving usual courtesy supervision. See 2020 HB 2470.

10. Amending the criminal penalties for unlawful tampering with 

electronic equipment (SL6 np) – If an offender is on felony supervision 

and commits this crime, the violation would be a severity level 8, 

nonperson felony. If on misdemeanor supervision or court-ordered 

supervision in any civil case the violation would be a class A 

nonperson misdemeanor. See 2020 HB 2494.
